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CONTAINER PLACEMENT

Waste containers and blue bags must be placed:

	X before 7 a.m. each Tuesday (after 5 p.m. Monday),
	X one (1) metre from any obstruction, i.e. parked vehicles, fences and one another,
	X facing forward and on the edge of the road or curbside; and
	X with the lid fully closed

NOTE: all cardboard (max. size of 2 ft. by 3 ft.) must be flattened, bundled and placed under 
a blue bag or contained within another box.

Blue bags can contain newsprint/heavy paper, mixed paper, boxboard, and food and beverage 
containers (no glass). Visit leduc-county.com/waste-and-recycling for an updated pick-up 
schedule complete details on what you can place in a blue bag for recycling; found under 
‘Waste collection Guidelines.’

Please keep in mind…
The county’s waste collection contractor has from 7 a.m. to 10 p.m. to remove blue bags and 
empty waste containers on collection day.
